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Alodia Eclipse
Overview
We are committed to helping players elevate their game to the NEXT LEVEL! Our club teams are designed to allow student athletes the opportunity to play basketball at a high level, return to their school team a better player, and improve their basketball skills and IQ and athletic performance (speed, strength, and agility). Our mission is to help develop the next generation of leaders through sports.
Expectations
It is vital to the success of our organization that our students are committed to being part of the team. With limited practices, attendance is an essential part of having a positive experience. All members of the Alodia Eclipse teams represent the organization. We want our organization to be recognized as “first class” within the basketball community. The behavior and attitudes of our players, parents, coaches, and fans go a long way in developing this.
Time Investment
The club team season will run from early March through the end of July. All teams will practice twice a week the first 6 weeks or so. In late April and May, teams will practice 3 times every 2 weeks and scale it down to once a week in the summer. Each practice will be 2 hours – 90 minutes on the court and 30 minutes of performance training in the fitness center. It is vital that all team members attend practice in order for the team to be able to prepare and compete. Teams will play 8 tournaments and the schedule will be finalized by early to mid-March.
Financial Investment
[bookmark: _GoBack]Program Fee is $1,025 – this covers a 5 month fitness center membership for the player (discounts are available to other family members), coach salary, tournament entry fees, gym rental for practices, liability insurance, equipment expenses, and recruiting service information and consulting.
Uniform Fee is $175 – this covers 2 uniforms, bag, and shooting shirt. 
Overall Fee - $1,200 - $700 due by February 29 ($200 commitment with invitation secures a roster spot and remaining $500 is due by February 29) and remaining $500 due by March 23. We do have a very simple and effective fundraiser available. Past players have had success offsetting the investment through this.
Parent and children tournament entry fee, meals, transportation to games, and any out of town travel costs are not included in the program cost above.
